DISCIPLESHIP THOUGHT FROM WORDS 

FOR WORSHIP.  Jesus speaks of the way that God 

will give another Advocate or Helper to be with us 

forever—the Spirit of truth who abides with us and will be 

in us (John 14:16–17). The Greek word for the Advocate or 

Helper is Paraclete. The word paraclete literally means ‘the 

one who answers the call.’ This is who the Holy Spirit is—

the one who responds to us when we are weak or in need, 

like a mother or father who answers the cry of a child in 

the middle of the night, holding them and loving them. This 

is a way of saying that the Holy Spirit is always entirely 

for us, always drawing us into the loving embrace we need 

when we’re struggling, always defending us when we’re 

harassed, comforting us when we’re distressed. Within us, 

there is the personal presence of God at work—God as 

Divine Parent, nurturing fragile life-to-be, present and at-

hand, working deep inside our being, streaming courage and 

love deep into the places that need it most. Spirit hovering, 

brooding, waiting, attending. This is why Jesus can say 

confidently, ‘I will not leave you orphaned; I am coming to 

you.’ (John 14:18),
